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Module Overview

For many, reading and shopping on the mobile web is a slow, clunky and frustrating experience -

but it doesn’t have to be that way.

This module adds support for the Accelerated Mobile Pages (AMP) Project, which is an an open
source initiative that embodies the vision that publishers can create mobile optimized content

once and have it load instantly everywhere.

AMP pages are stripped-down form of HTML, a diet HTML if you will. So certain tags of HTML
you just can't use. Things like forms, that are out. You also need to use a streamlined version of
CSS. You can use most of CSS, but some parts are falling under best practice and they're just
not allowed to be used. Then JavaScript is basically not allowed at all. You have to use an
off-the-shelf JavaScript AMP library, and that provides things like lazy loading, basic AJAX

request, etc.

So the idea is that the whole platform is designed just for pure readability, pure speed. Things
such as images don't load until they're scrolled into view, and the JavaScript does all that for
you. We anticipate they're going to be at the point where the JavaScript library is built into
certain operating systems so you don't even need that either. And then all of this is designed to
be really heavily cached so that Google can host these pages, host your actual content right

there, and so they don't even need to fetch it from you anymore.




Installation

If you don't have overrides the installation is very simple: just install the module from the

backoffice and configure the module for every shop.

HTTPS/SSL Certificate

To meet the standards CORS standards, the developers of the AMP Project decided to allow

form submission only to secure endpoints (serving content only on HTTPS).

In order to have a fully valid AMP page, your site must have SSL certificate.

Handling overrides

This module has 8 overrides: 6 for displaying the content (CategoryController, CmsController,
IndexController, OrderController, ProductController, SearchController) and 2 for properly
handling AMP pages (Configuration, Tools).

Usually installing the overrides for Configuration and Tools should not be a problem. However
complications may appear for the rest of the overrides if you already have overrides for the

following classes: Category, Cms, Index, Order, Product, Search.

Example for handling overrides

The overrides in the AMPPages module was designed to allow easy override installation.
Basically we decide in the initContent () method if the request is an AMP request. If it is an
AMP request the module executes the renderAmp () method, otherwise the module executes

the original initContent () code.

If you have some mind blowing business logic for the non AMP pages, you should paste your

code in the else statement of the isAmp condition.
